BUS CONDUCT RULES

The Shadyside Local Schools will endeavor to provide safe transportation to all students who
live two or more miles from the building of attendance and students inside those limits where
conditions dictate.

Bus stops will be consolidated whenever possible with students being asked to walk up to 1/4
mile to centralized bus stops whenever road conditions will allow. The safety of the children will
remain our number one concern.

In order to better insure the safety of these students, student riders will be responsible to
follow the following rules and regulations:

L. Keep noise down. Reasonable conversation is permissible. (The bus driver will determine
what is reasonable. His/her decision is final.)

2. Observe the same conduct as in the classroom.

3. Profanity is prohibited.

4. No eating or drinking on the bus.

5. No smoking.

6. Possession of tobacco, alcohol, and drugs is prohibited.

7. The bus driver is authorized to assign seats.

8. Remain in seats assigned by the driver.

9. Keep head, hands, and feet inside the bus.

10. No fighting.

11. Cooperate with the driver.

12. Do not write on, cut, or tear seats.

13. Keep the bus clean.

14. All students must enter and leave the bus through the front door, except in emergencies.
15. No unauthorized passengers are allowed.

16. No pets are permitted.

17. No firearms, explosives, or dangerous objects are permitted.

18. No radios or tape recorders may be played while the bus is in operation.

Failure to comply with these rules will lead to disciplinary action and could result in loss of the
privilege to ride the bus.
